John Willizm Steniforéh, of Hinderwsll, Yorkshire, but not
until, a8 & result of mach ccrrespondence slspwhere, did I maneg
tc get in touch with his son, the Rev, J.H,M.Steniforth, who ven
 idndly gsve me many deteils of his femous fether's Iitersry and
peracnel sotivities, with full permissiom to publish them.

Jsbours, in the hope thet they will prove #a interesting to olde:
members of the clan ss to cne of the youngest.

Pr. Stemiforth wes born in Shefficld on November 14, 1862,
end tcok the M,R.C.S. end L.R.0.P. diplomss in 1887, the yeer of
the-greet smell-pox epidemic in Sheffield. As e result, he wns
[ dmmedictely offered the post of hemporsry mediesl officer in
cherge of the Totley hospitsl. This being e fever hospitel, he
wes, ¢f course, ccmpletely iscleted frem the world et large, end
| ook to writing stories to pess the time. His firet effort, &
short story, "Told et Totley: e Romance of the Smell-pox Hospit
‘wes printed on March 10 in the "Sheffield Voekly Telegreph".

g when the epidemic ended, he was eppointed Senior Aseistent
House Surgecnaet the Shoffield Royel Hospitel, ond etorted thers
‘cn October 18, 1888, From time to time stcries by him sppsared
dn the Sheffield pepers; some with & medicsl interest, others o
e locel entiquerisn or historieel naturs.

Tn 1891, howewver, ceme the event which wes tu meen sc much
the juvenile litersture of the future. Symptoms of lung trouble
| necessitated his teking s precticas ewey from the smoke-laden
‘atmosphere of the industrisl eity, ond he took up en  sopointment
se surgecn to the Grinkle Ircnstone mines et Hinderwell neer
Whitby. After merrying one of the murses ot the Sheffield
Hospitel, he removed to the moors end settled down to the precti
v which the rest of his life was devoted.

In those fer—off dsys there wes no benefigent goveynment 10

pey his sslery, end ss he hed no private means he wes hord put t
4t to meke ends meet. When his son wes born in 1893, it became

=
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incressingly necessary for him to find some mesns of i.wlmti.nf

his small income, and 8o he turned in earnest to the writing of
fiction. His practice, however, wae always the main interest
in his life. In Sepbember 1913, he was thrown from his bicycle
widnguhichmmﬂnl;mmtmnt of him, and fractured his
humerus. @hamw_tma the war years brought cut
underlying and unsuspected injuries which finally developed

into the slow, incursble, perslysis sgitans.

Becoming worse year by year, he geve uwp his work, sold his
practice, and died at Bamford, Sheffield, on Janusry 3, 1927.
His Temains were taken back to Hinderwell, where they were
interred in the churohyard. His funeral was one of the biggest
seen in the district, snd was eloquent testimony to the populsrify
which he had won during his lifetime there.

As were most of the men cf his day, Dr. Steniforth wes &
keen politicisn, snd wus a siaunch supporter in his young days
of Mundells, the Sheffield M,P, who beceme President.of the Board
of Trode in Nr. Gladstone's Cebinet of 1886. in the election
of 1910, Dr. Stepmiforth took & very sctive pert, being invited
‘o sddress the first big meeting of the cempeign in the Tempersnge
Hell, Whitby, and later sddressing severel smaller meetings in
the constituency.

He later records in his diery, "the Tiberel agent asked me,
$n confidence, if I would sexlously consider the question of
stending as the Libersl cemdideic st the next elsction, whenever
that night be: btut I told him, of course, that the ides wes
quite cut of the question." - In fact, the sctusl cendidate
chosen &t the next slecticn, end who wes energetically suppurted
by Dr. Staniforth, was Mr. Hérbart Samiel, now Lord Samel, By
bis recommendstion, Dr. Stamiforth wes lster pleced cn the
Commission of the Peace, and so beosme & J.F. .

Dr. Staniforth's hobby was sstronomy, and in his youth ke
spent & great deal of time sssisting his father. who wes one of
Sheffisld's lesding smeteur astropomers end kept up mich COrrss=.
pondence with scientifio journels, He isherited his father's
telescope, @ large cumbersoms sffair, which wes sei up at
Hinderwell, end with which he comtinued his obaservetions,

RBis son now writes: 'The time I remember boet wag when it
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was used to wetch the passege of the Chamnel Fleet on their wsy
north pest our seasside village. That would be, I think, in
connexion with the festivities and nsvel z'ev,im at the sccessic
of George V. Although the grest ships wers far out st sea, the
telescope, of course, brought them 'into our gerdent'; snd grest
was our satisfzotion when, after we had patrictieslly 'dipped’
the Union Jeck on our flagstaff, we ssw s keen-ayed Yeomsn of th
Signels on the bridge of the flagship, miles swsy on the horiszon
meke & report to the officer of the watch — end a moment lster
the battleship's White Ensign fluttered up and down three times
in stetely ecknowledgement of our salute."

To whom did Mexwell Scott owe much of his imspiretion? Who

Deer Editor,

I cordially egree with the suggestion made by Brother
Leonard Packmen in the Jemuery C.D., thst colleotors and senti-
mentsliste should esch select six cutstanding stories, but would
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suggest that these ere restricted to the books we r&éd in our
youth. We all had our boyhood fevourites snd the desire to r
read these in maturity is ususlly the first step taken on the
road to becoming & collector.

With collectors' mges renging from 70 to 13 yoers, it is
obvious that their selections would slso range over e similar
period but, meking due allowance for differences in taste, woul
give » reasonsble indicetion of what can be considered the out-
standing stories of five decades.

My own field is wide and I oould easily nominete meny more
but the following sre six stories which thrilled me in my boyhc
end 5till hold my interest todey.

Though he had sctuslly 1llustrsted St. Jimfs
before Macdonald took over the Gem, Mec had drawn for the psper
for several yeers before he, Mac, went to the war. Schoolboys
are notoriously conservetive, and they resented Raynolds as some-
thing of an interloper, unjust though this wes.

A1l the same, Reynolds had an exeggerated style in drawing
humen beings, end hie Ratcliff, Selby, etc. were completely re-
pulsive and wmstural. Though his work contained more charectex,
he could never sketch the attractive youngsters in the seme way
that Macdonald could.

I did not oonsider the Xmas No. illustration from sn artistfc
viewpoint. The sketch of Pepper in ssme wes, in my opinion,
hideocus, &nd unsuitsble for e Christmes Number. But it was
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merely my opinion, ss Mr. Walker points cut,send if anybody
considers it & fine picture, he is certginly entitled to do so.

The yeers sfter 1930 evidenced = repid|
decline which is only too peinfully cbvicust the "Union Jack"
became "Detective Weekly", which wes good for & short period, thim
Bleke was literslly thrown out. = The "Sexton Blake Iibrery"
steggered on, its crutches being the reprints of Golden Age

stories. WBL

At other times there have been stories of equal merit,
to-dey en occesionel brilliont story appears) but never was therp
such & period when you could benk on nssrly every yem being
winner. Never were sc meny good euthors bended together st one
time.,  Newer were the publishers so proud of Sexton Blake,
Po-dsy they seemed ashemed of him.
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At the same time we must guard ageinst the matursl emotion
of over—glamourising the past. Meny of us were boys at that
time. And boys can sssimilate resding matter that would only
frritate an sdult with some perception of style, charascterissti
end plot. There wes elso perhaps the flevour of "forbidden
fruit"®, for this heelthy litersture wes often disopproved of.
Stories which thrdlled me as @ boy leeve me cold mow, No doudt
when I first resd them every ides was new, Now it sppears hack-
neyed. In other words, I can't lose myself in s etory so easilyl
I'm glad to sey, though, that meny Blske stories do still have
thet hypnotic effeet on me.

To see how sgeless is this over-glamourising of the past, wel
only have to vemerk the following seguenges: - In 1949 we are
saylng thet the storics of to-dsy ere much inferior to those of
20-25 years ago, In 1926 the editor of the "Union Jeck"
(N0.1161) wes quoting reeders! letters ssying that the 1926 storips
were inferior to those of the pest. He countered by quoting
en editorisl in "Union Jeck" No.523 of 1913, when resders were -
were cumpleining that the stories of the psst were best! So, if]
the contention were true, then the very first Sexton Blake story
of all was the beat ever, Do you believe that?

No - we heve good stories to-dsy; end the Golden Age was nof
en unbroken run of magterpieces. So before I stert singligits
preises, a gwrgle with some of its week points will do no harm.
Lpart from the occasional poor "complete" story thexe were s num-
ber of cheracter series which I hesrtily disliked amnd still do.
Some even were by fevourite suthors. Anthomy Skene's "Fifth Man"
and "Cargoyle" series, for instence. And Gwyn Evens' "Onion Men"},
nyiss Desth" and "Mr. Mist". The latter named most especially.
To bring en invisible man into a detective story ie surely e most
1llogical proceeding. Detective stories are tuilt on fact, charap-
tor end background — often exaggerated sdmittedly. But pseudo
science hes no place. Also among my dislikes were Erock Kelk and
Jenssen The Moonsleyer. Two very week characters.
