My plessure therefore can well
be imsgined when I received e reply which pointed out "that much
es the Oldest Inhsbitant would like to see everyone, and little
es he likes pleying the pert of the Invisible Men, it couldn't
be done — especislly in the holiday sesson when my kind resdcrs
seem rather like the oysters in '.lice' — 'Thick end fast thay
ceme 2t lest end more and more end more'.."  However, Mr.Richards
weht on to sesy that he felt en exception must be mede for the
Chairmen of the 0.B.B.Club, and thst he would therefore allow
himself the pleasure of relexing the rule and would be pleased td
see me at oight p.m. the following Tuesdsy (August 9th).

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¥r. Richards went on to say that some "Carcroft" stories he
wrote early in the wer will bo published by "Mandeville Publice-
tions" es scon es sufficient paper becomes evailable.

My next question wes in regard to the possibility of
Mr. Richards' sutobiogrsphy being published. The reply wes thaf
there is a poussibility that one day, with certain revisions from
the original mamuscript, this will be published. To¢ this I
echoed the thought in all cur heerts by seying I hoped it would
be soon!

I lesrned thet Frank Richards wes sbout sixteen when he
wrote his first story (1890), ond agein in reminiscent mood he
seid that he considered cme of his best stories wes "King Crickef"
which ran as & seriel in the "Boys Realn” in 1906 (illustrated
by Briscoe), but the story was ruined when reprinted in an
sbridged form et & leter dete in the "Boys Friend 3d. Library".

It wes then that I was told something which will make sll

collectors weep, for it eppeers that sume time sgo during a :
selvege drive, Mr. Richards got rid of sbout 500 green 1d.
"Boys Friends", sbout 1000 Gems snd & similer mumber of Magnets.
The weight,he reckons, wee close on half a hundredweight! I did
not say so, but I thought if only he reelised how esgerly these
pepers gre sought after! Whet vandalism!

Mr. Richerds did not like the idea of such high prices being
esked and offered for the old papers, but when I pointed ocut
thet collectors peld meny pounds for s little postege stemp, he
sgw my point.

I spoke of the heppiness he hes brought to so mamy thousands
of boys end girls, - yes, end to sdults elso - throughout all
those years, st which & plecid smile stole over his kindly feca,
and he nodded, seying softly, "Yes, I think I heve. Do you
know how meny Megnets slone were printed in its 33 yesrs carecr?
Five hundred million!!"

As this is only one paper I leave our reeders to work ocut
statistica of the totel rumber of books and stories his writings
cover! But time was pessing ell too quickly. I mentioned thef
my wife and deughter were waiting for me, at which Mr, Richards
expressed e wish to see them. I hastened to the bottom of the
§98@ gnd though et first they thought I wes joking, they returmed
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My dsughter wes thrilled, for she (aged 1%%), will have
something to remember in the ycers to come. And spedcing of -
years, some hove pessed very quickly for Frenk Richards, for,
pointing tc e picture of his niece teken os o little girl, he
seid, "Yesterdsy she wes playing on the sands and todsy she is
g grown up wonmen of twenty!

How time flies, #nd don't we Hemiltoniasns kmow it!

To crown my evening's heppiness Mr. Richerds presented me
with & lerge photcgraph of himself which he autogrephed end
wiiech has pow been fremed amd reposes on my sitting-room side-
board.

The time had now come to ssy goodbye and as the door of
"Rose Tamm" e¢losed quietly behind us, it wes with e feeling of
greet nappiness thet we mede our wey back to Eroadstairs.

Thus my brief but plessant and memorsble visit to
Frank Richerds.

I am sure he will forgive me if I quote my deughter's words
ag we walked elong, tor it echoes the thought in us ell,
'what e kindly, wonderful men."

THE "BO{S MALGAZINEY
By Wilfred Derwin

The little peper with the pink covers familierly known rs
"Boys' Mpg" weoe storted by E. Hulton & Co. in Februsry 1922,

Number 1 wes in my opinion o poor effort compered to later
issues. It was e mixturc of schcol, detective end epert.
John Hunter contributed s rather fentastic seriel story ¢c it,
entitled "The Lurc of the Lost Lend", This wes the first of
nony such yarms thet John Hunter wrote for Boys' Mogazine.
apart frem this type he elso turned cut one or two good oncs
desling with fcotbell.  Other scrisls were written by
H. Wedgwced Belficld, ificheel Poole, Brisn Cemeron, W.B. Home
'Grll end Edwy Seerles Brooks.. The latter author (femous for
his sturies of St. Frenks in the Nelson Lee I..i.brer_v), introduced
Freemen, Hordy end Willis, better kmown os "The Firm" et ~
Cestleton Schocl. He tock these snd other schoclboy characters
tc the plenet Venus in o story entitled "The Planet Schoolboys"
They trevelled to the white plenet in e mervelous spece ship
invented by Professcr Roxley Drew, sn eminent scientist end
reletive of cne of the Cestleton boys. Here they discovered
amongst other stronge things e wonderful city inhsbited by o
rece of winged beings and ruled cver by Rudson Zeff, en Amcriceq
who hed lended there many yeers before in o projectile.

Every kdnd of a yern scemed to find a plece in Boys!
Mogemdne., There were detective stories, school stories end
Wostern stories., Thoere were 2lsc teles cbout highweymen end
others of historicel interest. Dick Turpin end Rcbin Hood
were rarely ebsent from its peges. The femous highwaymsn
especielly wes ¢ firm fevourite of mine in those days es he musy
hevc been of every other Boys' Mag reeder. 4 Christmss Number
wes never complete without this colourful chesracter. He ususlly
sppeored cn the ccver resplendent in scerlet coet and three—
cornered het under such titles ss "Dick Turpin on the Hounted
Bighway", or "Dick Turpin and the Christmas Coech. Other yerng
of & vastly difforent type s1lso hed e place in these speciel
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Christmes lumbers. Ono in particular I remember in 1926, was
s detective story entitled "The Ghost of Merston Towers". This
yarn conteined all the usuerl ingredients of the Cyristmes ghost
story such es secret trep doors, underground pssseges, ghostly
spparitions etc. But sport from all these necesseries it slso
menifested the true spirit of Christmas. Here os follows is &
soasonable bit from the first chepter. -

“Sir Rudolph Merston stered unseeingly through the dim 1it
1ibrary, his fine old fece distorted. Quteide thae snow was
coming down in heevy flskes end the moom 1it the queint old pile
of Marston T.wers with its winding turrets and tell spire -
1it it in a1l the mojesty of its enowy mantle. Yet if the scenp
was typical of the old-fsshioned Christmas Cerd - there was &
sad end sighing wind sbrosd. It moened esriely through the old
Towers snd the windows long since out of repair shock and
rattled. 0ld Sir Rudolph Marston gripped the stem of his wine
gless and saw — ghosts.

Ghostsof the Pastl

Another fine story of this type, though not & Chrietmas one
which appesred a little lster was "The Hooded Monk of Blenway
College". Though e well written yern I found it rather dis-
appointing from the fact that the ghostly frisr turmed out to
be only the school porter in Monk's dress, who with e desire to
meke 2 bit of money out of income hed kidnapped the Ceptain of
the school and was holding him to rensome in ¢ vault ‘beneath
the school buildings.

The Blemwsay College boys who eppeered in this end seversl
other stories were a merry crowd, especially Scorcher Smith, &
lad with meny bright idees for enlivening the genersl atmosphery
of the schcol. His japes on scholars snid teachers elike kept
the place eternzlly om its toes with merriment.

Another schoolboy cheracter deserving of mention was the
Blott of Berrisford. Williem Hurley Spencer Blott wes e
schoolbgy inventor with & genius for getting himself into
trouble. Michsel Poole, who crested this smusing fellow, wrote
s long series sbout him for "Boys' Mesgasine. They must have
proved populer with readers, for scme time later stcries sbout
the Blott of Berrisford were seen on buokstells in volume form.
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AS 8 final item I would like to mention e school serial
which ren for scme time during 1927. Written by Captein Keith
Clive, this wee entitled "The Outcest of St. Mervyms'". It
told the very humen story of & scholarship boy and son of &
ferm lebourer who, much against his aschoolfellows' wishes, was
mede Captein of the school. How the outcest proved himself
one of the best end more then worthy of his positicn es school
Csptein, mede interesting end thrilling reeding.

On this occasion the stcries were the work of one of those
inefficient substitute suthors, snd he tock it upon himself to
introduce for the ocession e "First Form" when ell the date of
Greyfriers made it cleer there was no such thing.

Stupid errors like this remind one of others equally silly
mede by those fellows who butted in thinking it wes quite essy
$o get the Hamilton touch. For instance, there wrs the one who
told of D'Arcy slipping over to %nffe one sftermoon to
arrenge & fcotbaupgr cricket match, orget which, for all
the world as if Highcliffe was in the vicinity of Weylend.

Then there was the extreordinary incidemt of Megnst No.545,

Mr. Brooks hes told me thet
he had felt for e long time previous thatthe stories, written
a8 they were, supposedly by Nipper, in the first pcrson, made
him sppear e perfect parsgon, end e bosster of the first order.
wishing to put Nipper in his correot perspective, it wes egreed
that the stories should be written in the third persom under
E.S.B's own neme. Apperently the editor thought that the
mejority of his resders believed the charscters to be real,
es the tremsition from "by Nipper" to "by E. Seerles Brooks"
took over 18 months. The chenge over took place like this.
Until 0.S. No.396 the stories were "by Nipper', after this copy
and until No.444, this was occesionelly dropped, sometimes for
months at e time, slthough the etories were still written in
the first perscn. E.S.B, wes mentiocned for the first time,
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although not by name, in Nc.422. E.5.B. ceme partly into his
own with Nc.455 in which eppeered the caption "The narrative
related by Nipper, snd set dcwn by E.Sesrles Brooks". Finelly,
with No.485 all pretence wns dropped end the stories from then
cn were written in the third perscn "by E.Seerles Brooks". It
wes in this cupy that his photogresph, used for the rest of his
time with the A.P. oppeared, together with an interview, I thinig
that Mr. Brcoks must have been & little shy of his first chris—
tizn nsme, zs it wes not until scme time leter thet he signed
himself Edwy Searles Brooks.

both the mothorly lirs, Bardell and tho bloodhound Podro woro
his concoptions, ovon if Blako and Tinkar wero not, and ho it
ms sho preparod the memtal picturo by vhiech tho hands of other
writers wore to bo guidod in thoir ovm offorts at chronicling
the advomturcs of the nmost fenous dotoctivo in fietion.
