Deep i t a a compar e ti vely short run of 119 numbers, th e Boys 
Champion Story Pape r woe fer fro m b e ing o failur e in an ag e of 
fi e rce competition for juvsnil e pence and is still rev ered by 
marry of us with r ec ed1"8 or greying heir who p a ssed a ca r efre e 
boyhood in the tr anquil days at th e beginning of the century. 

"Th e Garland" !:ad endod a few months pr eviously and the 
neod for a companion paper t o "Nugge t s" wee fill ed by Hende r so 
with th e Boys Champion wbich first Bl)peered on January 19th,19 0 
prob ably inepired by t he success of th e " Boys• Friend " , Hender­
sons adopted a similar f ormat for th o new paper, eigh t l arge 
pages cont einiDg thre e wel l illuetret ed seri a ls pl us corres­
ponden~e , edi t ori a l end exchange secti ons, pric e on e bolfp eney

The fr ont page se ri a l of No.I w,,s "Shipwr eck I s la,ld !'., to b 
followed l at er in the run of th e pap er by a seq u el , " Cruise of 
th e Ic e Queen " , bot h first class st ori e s by a fin e writ er who 
neve r l acked origina lity and freeh!iess of th eme, Derwent Mi"ll, 
exclusiv e ly a Henderson author thr oughout bis car ee r e s " 
writer f or boys. Als o starti"8 in No . I was "Ov er Afri ca in a 
Bal l oon" by W. Murr ey Gr aydon who wr ot e f or Hen:i ersons for s ev l 

1aare befor e transferring t o Hermsworth. Inevitably th e road 
was open t o r ep rints from "YOUD8 Folks" · and th e "\'l'e ekly Budget" 
but c 11 wer e well ch osen and came fresh t o th e youth of a new 
gene r a tion . First to appear were thos e s oul st i rring romances 
of English chivalry by Alfred R. Phillips, " ll. Fi ght for Fame" 
(Desdl.c hlld c ) end "The Kni gh t' s Qu~et" (m,unders l e i gh) With a.11 
th e fin e ~rigi!U!l illustr et i ons by ~I. Bou cher. Late r come 
"The Ki"8 of th e Glodi a t vr s " by th e s ame aut ho r which bad 
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ori gin • lly app eared in "Young Folks" under th e title of

"The Scapegraces" 'by '\'Isl ter c. Rhoades which commenced in 

No.2 0 wes the first of his school stories to appear in the 

Boye • Ch8111pion, followed later by "Our Fellows at St.Merles" 

end "A Var sity Blu e". The la tt er , or ~nally titled 

"Grayson of St.Oleves" ,was one of the finest stories of its 

type and deservedly reprinted several times in the Heilderaon 

papers. In No.:n came that grand story of submarine edventur , 

"The Diving Duck" 'by talented Derwent 1:liell. About t hia time 

stories of submarines and eirships were numerous , so it ia 

appropriate to record that "The Scourgeof the Sid.es" 'by 

John G. Rowe followed in No.40. Earlie r, collll!lencir:!8' in No. }5 

t he s8JDB writer had contributed a thrilling story of South 

Sea adventure compl ete with a conventional Wh1 t e Queen of the 

cannibals, enti tlea "The Secre' t of the Golden Fetisn". 

The practice of delegating the editorship of one number 

of a boys• paper to a popular sporting cel!>'l?rl ty of the day 

was fa.irly common in the p88t end No. }5 of the lk!ys • Champion 

wee -credited to the famous K S. Ranjitainhji. We have its 

parallel today in the many newspaper and magazine articles 

attributed to well known sportsmen whose so le written con­

tribution is frequently limited to a signa ture. 

From No.47, the Boye• Champion was increased to 16 pegee 

and the price raise d to one pe,uzy', l!hil e many new features 

deer to boyish beerte were introduced, three pages being 

devoted to corr espondence, hobbies, competi tiona end exchanges 

end another, e few weeks lat er, to comic pictures. In this 

f ormst th e paper rem el,ned to the end of i ta run. The nex t 

se rial of note in th e enla rg ed pap er was a ta l e of the ci rcus

"Th e Middie s of the Gadfl " 
by John G. Rowe c81De next end was followed by tw o. fine yarns 
of ArlJ\Y lif e , "The Scarlet Lancers" end "Th e Blue Dragoons" 
both of which had previously app eared in "Young Folks" : and 
"Nuggets". Th es e were written by George Manville Fenn, 
affectionste).y known to en ea r li er generation of Henderson's 
readers as Uncle George . Then came "Slingsby'a Schoold ays", 
an original end highly divert:l.?8 story by Derwent Mia.11 .• 
Slingsby -and his friends _ st · !.linerva House certainly hsd a.n 
enviable schooling UM<>r Dr. Venders ee. Old Ven , es the 
doctor was a.tfectionel;ely known among hie pupils, had en in­
ventive mania end if his marzy-weird and wonderful cr ea tions 
were not destined to benefit humanity they cert ainly dis pelled 
any semblance of boredom at Minerva House. This outstanding 
story was suitably i l lustrs .ted by Harrison whos e humorous 
drBWings were a. ·fe e ture of many illustrated p apers of the 
period, Incidentally, th e story was reprinted later in two 
volumes of the "Nugget Library" under the titles of "Boys of 
Minerva House" end "Old Van".

The se nds of th e Boys' Chempion wer e running out, but no 
indic etio n of the impending end spp eered in the make-up of the 
pap er, end two oth er seriels commen ced, th e first by Derwent 
Miall ent itl ed ' 'Wit h Rupert• s Cavali ers" end finally, "Fletch e 
of t he 59th" by H. Gill and er. Then without pr eliminery warn­
ing came the editorial ennouncemmt tha t, owing to its l erge 
M d inconvenient s iz &, th e Boys • Ch•mpion would be r ep laced 
with ell current f eat ur es by the ha ndier sized "Pocket Budg e t" 
Gr e.nted that th e pape r was over l arg e , sur ely i t wee unn ece s­
sa ry to wei t two y ears to r emedy a defect obvious from the at e ft . 
However, the "Po cket Budget" duly appea r ed the following wee k 
cerry i ng unfinished seria ls from the older paper end mw,y of 
its f ea tures on s r educed sc al e . Two fr esh seri al s eppee red 
in th e new pap er, ''Round th e World in e Motor Car'' by John G. 
Rowe end "Tho Scourge<tlf th e Gold Tr ail" by Col. Pr entiss 
Ingr eham and both finished, but so did th e "Pocket Budge t" 
wi th its ll t h numbor 

So ended th e gr end Boys' Champion Story Peper, a victim 
of misj udged edi tori ai> policy. Its au thors b ee r comparison 
wit h the be st of eny period in boys • litereture whil e the 
artiste incl u ded, in addition to Harrison and Louis Gunnis, 
w. Boucher of "Young Fol.la, " f ame; Phi l Ebbut; G. C. Glov er 
who wes a lso en author; end Fritz Broun whose gra nd work f or 
th e cove rs of the "Wild West Library" b ed yet to oppeor .
