True, it is often called "Old Boys • Book Collecting , " 
end there have been formed orgenizetione of S\IOh collectors 
under the name of "Old Boye• Book Clubs ," but I would like 
to point out th a t these phrases ere inappropriate end 
definitely illogical. 

The name I augg<iet for the hobby is the title of this 
article: 

Collecting Juve ni ie Literature 

end for those pursuing the hobby I suggest the title: 

Collectors of JuvenUe Li tereture. 

Bef ore explaining the advantages of thes e new names, 
let me deecribe what I believe are the ~ppropriete end 
illogical uses of the words in the phrae• "Old lloys• Book 
Collecting" and "Old Boye' Book Clubs." 

The adjectiv e "Old", when ~. give• e listener 
th e impression that it modifies tlieooun "lloys •" - thus 
implying that the people indulging in our bobby ere elderly 
men, which is absolutely misleading end untrue, inasmuch as 
there ere, in addition to middle-Sj!9d and elder]¥ men, a 
considerable mimber of -l2!!!!( men end boy• who ere enthuai­
es tic coll ectors IJf, juvenil e publicati ons. It mtTf be ergu­
ed that "Old" ie !in tended to mcdif;y "Booka," but in no ·prin­

tw'ee.n the words 11Book" -end · 11Collecti.n@'' or "Boole" and

A furth er mctter for consid or e tion: Im iemuch es m~ny 
y oung womJn end girls or e 1nd"181-ng 1n our hobby by collect­
ing GIRLS' public o tions , why use th e word "Boys ' " in the 
n ame of th e octi v ity? This restricts th e mooning of our 
hobby, ond its contin u ed ne e is prob abl.7 disliked by our 
che rmillg faminine f e ll ow-co ll ec tor&. I sugg est tha t "Boys•" 
be superseded by the word "Juv enil e" - which bee e wider 
end mor e correct opplic etio n, end in c ludes b ot h sexe s. 

Re turning t o the word "Old " : 'Thile our hobby cons i sts 
mainly in col le cting beck issues of publications, wo should
