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THERE'LL ALWAYS BE AN ENGLAND 

I seem to recall that the old war-time song said that there'll 
always be an England while there's a country lane. I don't know whether 
there is anything ominous in the fact that the country lanes seem to 
diminish in number with every passing year. Even in a semi-rural 
district such as the one in which I live, a country lane would not be all 
that easy to find. They have fallen before the planners and the 
developers and the road wideners. 

When the widening is done in the cause of greater safety for 
travellers one could not condemn it. It seems to me, however, that 
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there ar e times when the widening is done s impl y and sole ly to let the 
rushing, roaring tr affi c rush faster and r oar mor e loudl y. 

Some months ago I commented t hat my daily jou rne ys to hospita l 
way back in the sum me r were often made a nightm are by the sh eer 
awfu ln ess of the bus serv ices. They were totally unr eliable, run n ing 
late or ear ly or, just as likely, not at all . I was s peak ing of th e 
services in North Hamp shir e, but from the sho al of letters I had on the 
su bject , t he awful ne ss of bu s servic e s is nation wid e. 

A read er, Mr . Lang , whose le tter featured in our "Post ma n 
Called'' sect ion, wro te pirhily and aptly on the subJect ., and regretted 
the collapse of public transpo rt and its t ak e-ov er by the privat e car, I 
agreed great ly with ou r reader , for I always loved trams and buses and 
trains and t he se rvi ces they used to give . Nevertheless, last summ er , 
when I had waited for ages for a bu s which obviou s ly would ncrt· com e , I 
br eat hed a deep s igh of relief when a friend in a car - or some ; irnes a 
stranger - woul d sf:op and say "Can I give you a lift ?" 

I woul d say "Y ou'r e a good Samari t an" , or, perha ps, even more 
simple and heart-felt: "Bless you." 

The questio n arises: Whic h came first, t he chi cken or t he egg? 
In other words, did the awfulness of publi c tr ansport cause the glut of 
cars , or did the glut of cars cause the decay of public t.ran spo rl? In my 
view, it was the growing awfulness of public transpor1 which led to va ~t. 
numbers of peopl e buyin g cars to become indepe nden t of buses and trains 
As wage s went up and up , and fares followed suit., so the crew s becam e 
more and more indifferent to the general public. dis ciplin e became 
almost non-existent, so that it often seem s that public transport is run 
more to benefit t.he crew s than those who try to us e the bus es and trains. 
My own experience t ells me that t.he bus es are far worse than the train s, 
tho ugh , with ever - increasing train fares, soon only the rich will he abl e 
to affo rd to go by rail. 

Mr. Lang eommented : "Th ey were part o1 the Bunter b•'.Juks I 
read , wben buses and trains reign ed sup1 eme; and were iri themselves 
a reflection of oldeJ values.'' Certainl y the heyday of t.he old papc::rs 
was also the heyday of public transr,ort, hut I do not recall tha t 
Hami1ton introduced publ.ic transport much int<> his storieEi. T<•rn 
Merry &. Cv. rode on the trams in Dublu.1. Bunt.er bilked the railwa.vs 
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or fell when alighting fr,)m a bus . 'l'he G.reyf nars chums took note of 
t:he trams in Singapore, though ther-e were no trams the l'e in later years. 
Tom Merry & Co. noiiced the double deck buses in Paris , where a 
cheaper fare was cha1·ged on the top deck . Bm I have been to Pa1 is a 
good many thres, and nevrff saw a double deck bus there.

In two of the tales t he actio n 
t akes place in China (nol. t,he China of the early days), one tale in which 
Rymer gets mixed up wd.h Marie GaJante in the Wesr Indies , and th e las t 
story about doomed ships begins in the fogs uf Lund,)n and ends 1n the 
Jungles of Malaysia. Nu duubt fu s01:ne ot our readers thls type of st ory 
will appeal , but i:he charac1 er of Dr . Rymer was so differently pun rayed 
it· see.med like someone else w11Hng his adventui:es. 

Hvwever , we can tum t.c, rhe St.icro11 BlaLi;e Library to find tal8s of 
the usual ca~ tbre - T'F!ed' s best. No " 1 in i:he 2nd new se1 1es was 
particularly goud and shuwed h,Jw much Rymer had benefi ted fruro his 
pa.rtr.er ship w if:h Mary T 1•ent. It was cert amly a mure natural une 1 ban 
,he early abortive at:rnmpt with Mlle. Yvunne, and also showed huw 
Rymer had ma ture d and spem moS1, of his t:1me when i.n funds, at Abbey 
To wers engaged in the scien tific research which had been his first love 
E\lery now and then the Medical Journals publi shed anicle:s by a 
Professor · A11drew Butterfield but nu ·-one ever saw him. But 1,he 
criminal itch was still t he re and led t.o his m,de:rtakmg new exploi t s . 
Bm Mary was h is real partner anu pruved her wvrth to him whe1 in 
"The Secret of the Cou.1nu1 Gro\les" she packed a smail fortune in 
pearls (stolen ones) in a box and posted them to her friend Zulaika in 
England, to await Rymer' s return . This was some t hing which Ryme1· 
had not thought tu do, but when Se.x.ion Blake discovered what had 
happened to the pearls he really appreciated huw he had been defea t ed . 
In subsequent tales Rymer would have done bettet had he t aken more of 
Mar ,ls advice. There are more tales whe r e t.he Dr . shows he has

There is now one tale to record specially. 1t is called "The

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the modern newspaper reports on t he "Black Power" mo'1ement . No, 
there ls nothing new under the sun and this story , written nearly half a 
century ago prophesys just whai is happen ing in Ame ri ca today , At that: 
time. Caesar Lorraine, known as the Black Emperor of New York's 
Harlem distric t . headed the organisation concerned wh h bootlegging , 
drugs , prosr .itut.ion and illeg al entry into the U .S.A . of immigrants from 
Souf he.en and Central Europe Except. for the bootlegging of Proh ib1110n 
days fhe whole tale could be read as a modern thrill.er ; right bang up r.o-
dat:e And it 1s into this maelstrom that Rym er lawied as one of t he 
links in the chain which stretc hed t o Eurl)pe and brings ihe illegal 
imm 1grani:s to America .

Mar ket Donning, some sill..1,een miles frum St- Frank's. A great-uncle -
Hoger Merton - of Reginald Pit-r had died leaving 1 he cas t le to Pitt . 
The Lawyer who had v isit,ed Pit t with the news c,f his legacy had li ttle 
knowledge ot the condi ti on ot the castle " As t he Chris tmas holidays 
were approaching, Pitt decided to cycle over in the company of several 
juniors and see the cas t le for himself. 

As they approached the castle they were mei by a slim youthful­
Jooking figure who seemed to be somewhat familiar to them. As the 
figure came nearer they r ecognised him as Ezra Quirke who had some ­
ti mes previously been a scholar at st. Frank's and had been known as 
the schvolboy magician. The st range boy came running up, ou{, of 
breath, to inform the boys thai. the y entered the castle at their peril, as 
it had strange, sinister associa t ions .

Conside r the following plot for a Charles Hamilton school story: 
A new and tyrannical headmaster at St. ,Jim's earns the nickname 

of 'Black Tiger', his cruel reign soon provoking a revolt under the slogan 
'The Rights of Boys' . After great violence, including the smashing of 
windows and a hu.ge bonfire of desks and books, a local battalion of 
soldiers - yes, soldiers~ - is called in to crush the rising. The boys 
ret r eat to good defensive posi t ions but, while a magistra te reads the 
Ri ot Act, they are ouUlanked by ano ther force of troops . After the 
resruration of orde r , many boys a r e expeHed and man y more savag ely 
flogged by the vengeful 'Black Tiger' . 

Too far - fetched for a Hamn+.on tale? Well, he r e is another srurv 
out.line , th i s time of a more su cc essfuJ rebell ion: 

Afte r a long reign of t yr anny at Grnyf r iars by headmas ter and 
staff, a revoJu i'ionary counc il of pupils is formed. Explos1 ves and e-,1en 
art ill ery C ) ar e secre t ly acqu ired andi on a given signal, re volt break s 
out . The school rocks t:o the sound of explosions, door s a r e blown oH 
the ir hinges and windows sha tt e red . Violence rages wit hout cease tor 
two whole days 'l'hen a sort: ie by a number of ma st ers seiz e s fiv e boy~ 
(the Famous Five?) and expe)s t.hem, an ad whi ch fires t he r ebel a to 
even greater wrat.h , The whol e schoo l of fiv e hundred boys now su r ges 
mto the local town whe r e the resid ents als o j oin in the rio t.. Fina ll y, 
aft er a week of anarchy , the Head sur r enders and all the boys' de mand.s 
for re form are met. 

Hamilton , of course , would hever have wr itt en t his lnc,redible 
tale ei t her. Bui , like the first one , it s hnply happens t o be true. 
Subs t itute in i:he foregoing accoun t s the name of Rugb y for St. ,Jim's and 
that of Marlborough for Greyfriars and you have actual histor y . The 
Rugby rebellion occu Tred in 179 4 and the Marlborough insur r ect ion in 
1851. They were hy no means unique. Early in the last. cen tury , the 
poet Byron, who was a pupil at Harrow helped to organise a gunpowde r 
plot to blow up the whole school. A trail of powder was actually laid but 
the idea was abandoned when the rebels realised they would destroy man y 
illustrious signatures carved on the walls of the school ham Right up 
to the Boer War , in fact , similar uprisings and disorders occurred in a

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number ot our great schools, including Eton and Winchester, against 
the crueliy of staff or the often appalling living condi ti.ons. By 
comparison with such e ven t s, Cha rles Hamil to n' s accoun t s of rebellions 
and barings-out at Greyfriars, St . Jim's and Rookwood see:m somewha t 
t ame, 

There is some t hing els e worth reflee,1:ing upon. Ou rs is the e r a 
of the 'blackboard jungle' - a peri od, we are t old, oi juvenile violence 
and indiscipline wit hou t preceden t. The hisror ic&l truth is not so 
simple; like all fact, far; fa r stcanger t han ficti on.

ERIC LAWRENCE (Wok ingh am): It seems ro m t that J im Cool< does n,)1 

like t.he music of Rachmaninov and this may havE led him intcJ makmg 
incorrect si:atemen t .s in his "Letter from St., Frank's" in the Oct,)bez 
C. D . The Prelude in C Sharp Minor (only one) was such a well - loved 
piece of music that t he composer ; a vir tuoso pianist. whu tuured rhe 
world extensively and lived t ill 1943, was constantly being ask ed ro [Jlav 
it. Jt i.s s t ill a popular piece today, 

In my copy the inst.ruc t ions LENTO (slow) and ANDANT E 
lslow1sh) appl y to t'hree of its five pages . The r emainder is AGfi:ATO 
which does not necessarily mea n qu.Ickly. So it is ha rdl:y fas t or a 
gallop. The dynamics , or deg:rees of loudness, show tha t less rhar1 half 
the piece is to be played loudly and most of the rema111der is ei1:he r a1 a 
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medium level or else very soft indeed so to call it noisy is not really 
correct, Also, the word noisy suggests an unpleasant sound which can 
certainly be applied to some of today's so-called music but that is hardly 
Rachmaninov's C Sharp Minor. Perhaps the piece Gore-Pear.ce could 
hear was not being played properly. 

Jim does seem to have a poor opinion of Rachmaninov's music 
and of course he is quite entitled to his opinion, but let us keep to 
reasonably accurate descriptions. 

LEN WORMULL (Romford): I was intrigued by Fr. F. Hertzberg's 
statement that 'Schoolboys found the Schoo) Friend stories exciting'. I 
have always known that certain boys' periodicals at t.racted an audience 
of girl readers - Magnet and Nel.::.on Lee were two - but always beHeved 
1,his to have been largely a one-sided affai r. Nu duubt some boys did 
read girls' papers , though I personally never knew any who did . My 
sisters read both School Friend and Schoolgirls' Own, yet at no time did 
I feel tempted to invade their province. Who needed them when boys had 
the monopuly in reading? Sch0ol Fri end was und oubtedly a first - r aie 
School pap er for girls, but da r e I say ii. waa rather t ame stuff by boys' 
standards? Ne"Ver short ot a good mystery, perhaps the biggest is what 
the girls saw in Bessie Bunt.er. Sorry to give the poor girl another 
caning, but she gets my gong as the m osi col ourles s and obJectionable 
character in the Hamilton household. 

F STURDY (MidrHesb, 1rnugh) : In the newly publbhed Holiday Annual 
1980 I nof e the central characters we re in m ino1 roles, Although a sub. 
story this was typical in the blue Magne ts in that a little more scope was 
given to the lesser lights, I found this most welcoma. In the later 
Magnet one had the impression the tales could have carried on with a 
round dozen or so characters. What happened to Russell, Penf old, 
Rake and Bul::.;trode? &!rely they could have been kept going if only to 
interpose with a "Buzz off Bunter". This would have reassmed us that 
Greyfriars was st ill Greyfriars. I am aware this point of v iew is noi. 
new, but this de -population was always regrettable to rue arid why I 
always had a leaning towards the blue Magnet. There were exceptions 
of course, 1. e. ' 1The Mailed Fisr . at Greyfr iaran. 
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W. SETFORD (Derby): I have been re-reading the Courlfield Cracksman 
series from December 1929. Well. in the second Magnet of the series 
No. 1139 , I have come across an interesting extract. This issue is of 
course devoted to Christmas 1929.

THE GRFAT CARTCON STARS: A Who's Who! by Denis Gifford. (Jupiter) £7, SO 

Denis Gifford has built up this lively history of animated cartoons by focusing on the 

characters whose lives and 'careen' are charted - for easy reference - in alphabetical order. 

Almost all of our favourites are here in text and pictures, from Felix, 1the first cartoon 

superstar' of 1919 to his tUJdergTOun.d- 'comix '-originated successor, Fritz the Cat of the 1970's. 

Felin~ of course are not the only animals who have proliferated in the animated ca ·rtoon, and 

the author highlights a host of animal favourites. I am particularly glad that he includes 
Clarabelle Cow and Horace Horsecollar, who both disappe .ared from the Disney sagas as Goofy 

gained ascendancy. Naturally a good deal of attention is given to the achievements of Disney; 

but other giants of the cartoon industry, including the Hanna - Barbera., Fleischer and UPA

groups 1 are represented, as well as plenty of lesser lights. 

The text is informative and witty : I was reminded that many cartoon stars began in 

story-books , comics of newspaper strips - from classics like 'Alice ' and 'Peter Pan' to 

engaging but moI'e ephemeral characters , (I had forgotten that Pip, Squeak and Wilfred had 

been featured in some cartoon films . ) There , are 128 large and beautifully illustrated pages , 
several in full colour . Betty Boap rubs shoulders with the Beetles and the Big Bad Wolf; 

Popeye, Pinocchio and the Pink Panther jostle each other for the reade r 1s attention, and The 
Great Cartoon Stars is well worth blowing some Christmas book tokens on.
