Review of the CSA tape “Bunter does his Best” (read by Martin Jarvis); certain Masters
in “after- school” leisure (a vignette by Ted Baldock); Andrew Pitt gives an interesting
look at character ‘names’ in the Hamilton saga (principally Greyfriars), with reference to
how many are actually on real life electoral polls.
