“PUZZLEDR " reader of Wolver-
hampton gends me two guestions
goncerning the make.up of the

League tables, and asks for
information. Jn the first place the
positiona of the e¢lubs, provided the
pumber of points are equal, are determined

by goal-average, of course. Now the way
tlie decision as to which club has the better
goal-average 15 obtained by a perfectly
simple process. You ean do it yourself.
All vou have to do 18 to divide the gonls
for by the goals against, and the bigger
figures returned showa tho side which haes
tho better goal-average,

The other League table question in
which my friend i3 intercsted concerna the
“ placinga " of clubs whose peints are
equal, but who have played a different
opumber of matches,

The argument is that if two feams
have each, say, fourtcen poinids,
ek e hoas playasd ten rrafefies
anck the other eloven nwtches, Hhen
the one which has only plaged ten
malches should ba placed abore
the club which has played eleven
inatches, irrespective of goal-
QUCrage,

It is a fact that some of the news.
papers, in making up the League tables
do this, the assumption being, I take it,
that the side which has a match, or
possibly two matches, in hand, i3 pretty
sure to get at leazt one point. 'This docs
not neseasarily follow, of course.

The trouble on Lhis head is that there s
na official raling on the point,  Stricily
gpoaking, thore is enly one League tablo
with which the suthoritica are conccerned ;
that is the Leopue table az it is mads up
at the end of the secason, when all the
teams have played the same number of
matches. Thera i3 no official ruling on
the way teams, levael on peints, should
be placed during the course of the season
whon the number of matches played
differs.

N a letter from a Scottish reader I
H senge  gome  real potviobtism, M1
think you will have to admit,”? he
says, ' that Beottish football is
better ithan Eopglish football. Well, 1

have to giveit to my Scottish correspondent
that he %nas scrmﬂ-t-h}ir!g to erow about, On
two occasiona this eeason—once in
Glasgow and onee in London—Glasgown
Rangers and Arsenal have met. On the
firgt. oeeagion the Bangers won by two
ropals to naething, and on the eccond
ogeasion they won by three goals to ono.

Aa the REangers hold the title of Scothish
champions, and Arsenal are English
League champions, it is clear thai, o
far ag the resuits of thoe ducls show, the
Fangers are the better side,

Not for a moment would I quarrel wilh
this summary of the sitnation.

I gaw those matches, and have o
agreo that the Rangera tvcve fhe
rore efficient footballcrs in the
individuel genge, gl that they aiso
made up a betier team,. A poing
ri-liich I ane not going o argue abiowd
iz twwhether Scoflish jfootbell in
general—that is, right through the
Seottish League—is of o highcw
stamdard than English football.

What really matters is that we should
learn something from the Scots, and ithey
ean teach ua things, Do you know what
impressed me mozt when I saw Glasgow
Rangers play ¥ It was the {act that very
rarely did o player kick the ball moerely
for tho sake of getting rid of it. Theyv
didn't play trust. to-luck football, If the
player in possession of the ball eouhd
not sce one of his own men to whom he
eould pass with advaniage, he hung on
to the ball, trying fo beat an opponcnt.
That's real football |

Another thing which impressed me was
that the Rangers playoers controlled Lhe
ball better than the average Arsenpl
player. Therein ia tho seeret of success in
footbuell, Why the Scols should possess
this secret to a greater extent than the
English playera 18 diffieult to explaimn.
Perhopsa they get down to the fundamentals
at an carlicr ngo.

Let me tell a story of Bobby Walker
which illustrates my point. You may.

forward who played for Scotland twuenty-
nine times, When Walker was quito
